5. What does Jesus show us about the nature of God the
Father? Consider John 14:9; 12:45; and 5:19; 10:37-38
and 7:16; 8:26-28.

6. What can you recall from the Gospels that Jesus
revealed about God? (“Extra credit” if you can also recall
the Scripture reference! Collaborate as needed to find
references.)

7. What are the implications for your life that God made
himself known ultimately in the person of Jesus Christ?
